COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course is an interactive study of Spanish at the intermediate level with increased emphasis on

reading and writing while listening and speaking skills continue to develop. The course material

emphasizes formal study of the language structure and further development of vocabulary and

functional competence. The course also provides for increased awareness of cultural norms, values,and

culturally relevant and appropriate customs and events. The content is expanded beyond "survival"

needs in the immediate environment and deals in greater detail in areas such as the arts, the environment,

social interactions, careers and professions and general feelings. This course is intended for students

who are planning to major in Spanish as well as those who are interested in studying the language.

Prerequisites: SPAN 102 with a grade of "C" or better, or equivalent or three years of high school Spanish.

6. Summarize, interpret and analyze reading passages in Spanish applying pre-reading strategies of

concept recognition and contextual inference while incorporating critical thinking strategies of

Credit/No Credit Option: To receive credit, the student must receive a letter grade of “C” or better.  


Attendance and Participation: 

1. It is the student’s responsibility to drop all classes in which he/she is no longer attending.

2. Students who remain enrolled in a class beyond the published withdrawal deadline (October 29) will receive an evaluative letter grade in this class. 

3. Your attendance directly affects your grade in this course. Points for in-class-quizzes, in-class assignments, in-class dialogues cannot be made up in the event of an absence.

4. Students may be dropped without notice when they reach or exceed 10 hours of unexcused

absences before the drop deadline (4 class meetings), consecutive or not. It is up to the instructor to decide what constitutes an excused absence. Reinstatement is at the instructor’s discretion. 

5. An excused absence will not count toward the number of absences used to calculate “excessive absence”. However, an excused absence does not entitle a student to make up any points for missed assignments. I have a drop- the –lowest-grade policy to accommodate unplanned events and emergencies. No work can be turned in by email or through a friend or relative.

6. Students arriving more than 30 minutes late or leaving more than 30 minutes early will be marked with ½ an absence. 

7. Students are expected to participate, and to make every effort to communicate in Spanish during class time.

Homework: All homework must be turned in on or before the due date.  You need to access the online sites to be able to view the due dates and to complete all homework. Due dates will not be modified and you need to turn in your homework as specified in the course calendar. 
Quizzes: Short, announced and unannounced quizzes will be administered at the start or end of class.  Quizzes cannot be made up.  The lowest quiz grade will be dropped.  

Online Workbook and Fotonovela: Certain exercises in the online workbook will be assigned.  These will be graded and recorded at the completion of each chapter. You do not need to print that work. I will check your scores online and keep track of all completed work on or before the due date. You may not complete the said work after the due date for a grade. 
Lecturas and Writing:  You will turn in a writing assignment at the completion of each Lectura (In Breves Cuentos). Follow instructions on each assignment and make sure you read the Lectura before class. A student centered discussion will take place on the night the Lectura is covered. Come to class prepared.
Chapter Exams: An exam will be given after each chapter has been covered. These exams will be given at the beginning of class, and last approximately 45-60 minutes. They will include listening, vocabulary, grammar, reading and/or writing sections.    You may drop the lowest score in this category. One missed exam will be considered “the lowest score”.  All other scores will be averaged into your grade. There are no make-up exams.

Final Exam: Students will take the final exam on the scheduled date.  The final exam is cumulative.  If for any reason you will not be able to attend on the last day of the course to take this final exam, you will not have an alternative to completing this part of the course. No exceptions.  

Oral Exam(s): You will be interviewed individually on two topics from a list provided below. This portion of your final exam will be scheduled timely and you will sign up for a slot. Be prepared to attend that day as scheduled. You will not be able to schedule this exam during office hours or at your convenience. All students must be tested during our regular class time, on December 13.

8. Los problemas sociales más urgentes. Hypotheses and commentary –TV or Radio Newscast.

Creating a Quia Account

· Click "find." If the terms you entered did not result in a successful search, follow the on-screen tips to revise your search. 

· Select your school from the list by clicking the radio button next to the school name. 

· Click "select school" to add the school to your account. 

· Look for a flash alert confirming you successfully added the school. 

Step 5 - Select a Course/Class

· From the list of available classes at your school for your textbook's Supersite, look for Instructor "Bolivar, Maria" and the course "Spanish 201" taught between Aug 23, 2010 and Dec 19, 2010.
